CONTRACT NOTES

All Vendors are required to agree to the Following Terms and Conditions:

e All Persons wishing to participate as a vendor must register by Friday 6™ March, 2026. Late

registrants will be charged a late registration fee of US$100.00.

Must have a Valid Food Handler’s Permit as issued by the Public Health Department.

Must have a Valid Liquor License if serving alcoholic beverages.

All workers must be properly attired (hair covered, sleeved shirts, etc.) as per Health regulations.

All Beverages are to be sold in disposable cups — Absolutely NO glass bottles allowed. No drinks

are to be served in glass bottles irrespective of whether the festival has started or not. Failure to

do so may result in a fine of US$100.00 per bottle and/or the temporary closure of your operation.

e  Must pay to the committee the operating fee for your operation BEFORE the start of the festival.
Fees will be assessed upon submission of this application form.

e May be requested to provide up to six meals with beverage per day in exchange for a festival
approved voucher.

e Must honour agreed food/beverage price control guidelines.

e Must keep area in and around your operation clean and tidy at all times. Garbage must be
taken to the identified bins periodically during the day. Boxes must be crushed before putting into
the bin to save space for other garbage.

e Must adhere to all rules/regulations regarding preparation and selling of food and beverages as
stated by the Public Health Department (food wrapped, proper utensils, proper storage, etc.)

¢ All main entrée dishes must be seafood (no chicken, ribs, pork, goat meat etc.)

e All Booths must be dismantled within 7 days AFTER the Festival. Failure to remove your
booth in the allotted time will result in the FORFEITURE of the booth’s construction
materials to the committee, a fine of US$250.00 and/or a ban from the next festival.

e Vendors are discouraged from using any known poisonous seafood in dishes being served.
The Committee reserves the right to modify the layout and booth positions on the beach as
required. No vendor owns a position at Festival Del Mar regardless of how long they have been
operating at that spot.

e The Committee has a zero-tolerance policy regarding rude and disrespectful behavior to the
Committee members, persons working on behalf of the Committee, Sponsors, the Police,
Security, other vendors, and patrons. To avoid conflict, any questions or concerns should be
addressed to the Committee.

Note Well: Any proven violators of Festival Rules/Public Health requirements may be asked to
discontinue serving until violation is rectified and/or may be fined and/or may be banned from
participating in current and future festivals at the discretion of the Festival Committee.

The Festival Committee would like to thank you for your interest and support, and we look forward to
working with you for the betterment of the festival and by extension Anguilla.
